All Purpose Cleaner
Sanitizing Solution

1. Turn off water supply to machine.

2. Disconnect power supply, turn off, and defrost machine.
(Remove ice or allow ice to melt.)

3. Drain all water from the machine.

4. (IF AVAILABLE - FOLLOW THE MANUFACTURERS CLEANING
AND SANITIZING INSTRUCTIONS)

5. Remove all ice-contact parts from the machine.

6. Wash all parts in three compartment sink. Use a soft brush
to remove rust and dirt from metal parts. Nylon and rubber
parts including gaskets and O rings should be washed using a cloth.

7. Rinse thoroughly in clean water and sanitize in three
compartment sink. Allow to air dry.

8. Clean holding bin walls, floors and other non removable
surfaces with light duty all purpose or multipurpose cleaner
and wipe with clean cloth.

9, Sanitize walls, floors and other non removable surfaces with
sanitizer bucket solution.

10. Reassemble the machine. Restart the machine. Discard the
first ice produced.

Machines with non-removable ice contact surfaces that are
NSF/ANSI Standard 12 listed are designed to have sanitizing
solutions circulate through the machines.
