Cleaning Frequency: Daily

Degreaser
All Purpose Cleaner

1. Turn both temperature control knobs OFF. Allow broiler
to cool completely. Disconnect broiler from electric power.

2. Remove the grate from the broiler. Use steel brush with
scraper to remove food particles and residue from grate
surfaces. Wash, rinse and sanitize in hand dish wash sink.
Allow to air dry.

3. Apply a light coating of cooking oil to grate.

4. Raise element assembly. Remove and clean the drip pan
in dishwasher or three compartment sink.

5. Spray surface with a degreaser solution and allow to set
to loosen carbonized soils. Wipe with a cloth.

6. Remove stubborn food particles with a nylon scrub pad.

7. Use a soft-bristled fiber brush to remove any remaining
food particles from the elements.

8. Clean the element rods with a soft damp cloth and a light
duty, all purpose or multipurpose cleaner.

9. Reinstall drip pan. Carefully lower element assembly.
Reinstall the grate.
